Vickie’s Mother’s Vegetable Soup


1 cup chopped celery


1 cup chopped onion


1 garlic clove minced


2 Tbsp. olive oil


2 cans broth (vegetable or chicken)


2 cups water


1 can diced tomatoes (14 ½ oz) un-drained


1 can tomato sauce (14 ½ oz)


4 medium potatoes – peeled and cubed


3 medium carrots 


1 cup chopped cabbage


3 Tbsp. minced parsley


1 ½ tsp salt


1 tsp dried marjoram


½ tsp dried rosemary


½ tsp pepper


1/8 tsp cayenne pepper


Sauté celery, onion and garlic in oil until tender.  Add all other ingredients except potatoes.  Bring to boil – reduce heat, cover and simmer for 40 minutes.


Cook potatoes separately in water until done, then add to soup before serving.

5 pounds pared potatoes (about 10 medium), 6 ounces cream cheese, 1 cup sour cream, 4 ounces grated sharp Cheddar cheese, ½ cup grated Parmesan, 4 green onions with tops, chopped, 1 tablespoon salt, 1 teaspoon pepper





Boil potatoes for at least 30 minutes, mash.  Check for doneness with a fork. Add remaining ingredients and beat well. Turn into 3-quart greased casserole. Cover and store in refrigerator/freezer up to 2 weeks. Remove from refrigerator 1 hour before baking. Fluff up potatoes with a little milk, if necessary. Bake uncovered for 45 minutes at 350°. Serves 10 – 12.
